Manager’s Report:

1) Anne has e-mailed several schools with information regarding the Theler Trail System & Exhibit Center. Various groups have already scheduled tours in the month of May to see the trail system &/or exhibit center. Currently, there is no fee for this service. Anne requested input from the Board with a script for her to use when booking these groups to inform them a donation would be appreciated, but it is not mandatory. Please have the suggestions to her by June 3, 2008. 

President’s Report:

1) Tom passed out copies of a letter to the South

Sound Boys & Girls to open communication on their interest of the Theler Center as a potential North Mason site for a Hope Center.

Treasurer’s Report:

1) The Theler Center budget is showing a profit of  

    $6,854.23.

Fundraising Committee:

1) The Wetland’s Walk is scheduled and Linnie has scheduled helpers to take money and hand out T-shirts. She also has a first aid station lined up. 

2) Linnie has 100 mailings to go out for the June Mystery Dinner. She has the Wag-n-Walk scheduled for June. 

      3)  The Donation Breakfast & Parking Lot Sale is   

    scheduled for May 24th. Citizens can drop off      

    donations starting Friday, 5/23/08 and until   

    Saturday morning.

No other Committee Reports given at this time.

New Business:

1) Tim Wing spoke with a representative from Mellon Group regarding the discontinuation of monthly payments to the Theler Center, School District and the Boy & Girl Scout Troops from the Trust. The monthly payments have been discontinued at this time because of the pending lawsuit against property that the Theler Trust owned at one time. The Group is also paying approximately $3,000 in attorney costs to defend the Trust in this lawsuit. The annual cost to have the Mellon Group oversee the Trust is approximately $7,500, 1% of the Trust Fund total.

2) Potential interested parties to speak to regarding funding for the Theler Trust are the Fish & Wildlife Department & the Hood Canal Indian Tribe. The tribe is looking for future mudflats or beach property to enhance future shellfish growth. 

 3) Anne to prepare a new budget based on loss of

    Income from the Trust. The Theler Board will do

    what is possible to operate on a self-sufficient 

    basis.

 4) An article was published recently announcing the

    suspension of the monthly Trust money to the  

    Center, School District and the Boy & Girl Scout 

    Troops. There is no drastic change to the  

    operations or staffing of the Theler Center. 

    The Board tabled the idea of hosting a community

          informational meeting, as the public has not 

          deemed it necessary. 


 5) Mike Boyle has approached Anne to oversee the   

    Annual Easter Egg Hunt for the community after 

    next year. He is willing to share information on 

    acquiring the donations and staff to oversee the

    Event. The TBOD is agreeable to oversee this   

    community event again.

6) The Board will establish a new lease review plan

on an annual basis. This is due to the increased cost of taxes and utilities and not raising the rent on the few revenue properties owned by the Theler Center for a few years. We will discuss, in the future, conference room; rate increases and discounts for organizations that rent the conference rooms.
