C) A local citizen won a 4 day use of the Theler Center Reader Board for $65 at a community auction event. His needs are too personal/business orientated. A motion was made by Marcia Hamilton and seconded by Doug Womack to refund his money. Motion carried.
D) Mel made a motion to correct policy # 1180 to reflect the correction of paragraph 2.0 on Reader Board Usage. Doug Womack seconded the motion. Motion passed.
