
Theler Board of Director’s Meeting


October 6, 2009

1)  A motion was made by Mel Coffman and seconded by Harry Martin to accept the Minutes from September 8, 2009 Board of Director‘s Meeting. Motion carried.

2) Mike Fletcher discussed the continuing problem of water pipe leakage. Pipes are approximately 17 years old. He is working with Dave Tipton from the Water District to contain the problem and get estimates of repair costs or replacement costs. The pipe leaking problem has been repaired 4-6 times in the past several years. He is sharing this information with the NMSD.

President’s Report:

1) Mel encouraged the board to recruit 2 new members as Tim Wing and Margi Kenny’s term to be completed 12/31/2009.

2) NMSD is only comfortable with “in school district” Board members and not change by-laws to exceed these boundaries for recruiting Board members.

3) Mel suggested a Board Member planning session to be held in early 2010 to discuss goals of the Theler Center and how to accomplish them. Katie Ladner to host this session.

4) Electronic vote of Board members approved Cindy Perry (Custodian) to receive a 50 cent per hour raise retroactive to August 2009.

Manager’s Report:

1) Anne addressed the topic to assist the community by having a discreetly placed basket of condoms available for local teens to pick up as needed. The goal is to aid in decreasing the teenage pregnancy rate in our area. This gesture was okayed by the Board on a one month trial basis as a community service.

2) Anne requested approval for having the windows replaced at Theler with free labor. The vinyl window cost would be $5,091.00

3) A motion was made by Tim Wing and seconded by Margi Kenny to proceed with the purchase and installation of the windows. Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

1) Marcia announced that the United Methodist Church in Belfair would be hosting a holiday Bazaar in December and the Theler Center was invited to participate and they would waive the booth rental fee.

2) Cookbook update completed and agreed that if they were not delivered before Christmas, cards would be given to people who have already reserved a cookbook or a reservation card given to those who would like to purchase one when they are delivered.

Friends of Theler Report:

1) A mock newspaper was handed out. Marcia to research the cost of printing and mailing them as opposed to e-mailing them.
